Jamie joined the MOVE Programme in 
July 2007. He was then 2 years 9 
months. He had already mastered   
sitting but was not able to stand or walk 
without assistance as his balance was 
so unreliable and he struggled to     
organise his limbs into a suitable 
weight bearing stance. Jamie had    
particular difficulty using his left side 
and concentration on a given task was 
not always easy for him. So it was very important that Jamie's 
goals were very personal to him and his family. First he 
wanted to stand to kick a ball - he and his family are massive 
football fans! Second he, like all boys, wanted to ride a tricycle 
and lastly his parents wished to have Jamie as a page boy at 
their wedding so he could walk up the aisle with his sister, who 
was bridesmaid. A MOVE Programme was put in place with 
particular attention to a prompt reduction plan around standing 
and walking. By March 2008 Jamie was taking a couple steps 
unaided. By April his standing balance was reliable enough for 
him to stand and kick at a ball. By May he was walking       
unaided! The wedding was set for Dec 2008.
